Code of Conduct for Coaches

Teach all players to play by the rules.

Do not favor the strongest players, all players deserve equal attention.

Do not shout or behave negatively towards a player, use positive encouragement.

Do not over work players and work at an appropriate level to their ability.

Ensure the equipment and the courts are safe to use.

Develop appropriate coaching plans to ensure player and team development.

Use a variety of coaching methods which ensures fun for all players.

Ensure you are familiar with medical and emergency procedures.

Ensure you are able to attend regular training sessions and matches. 

Code of Conduct for Umpires

You are representing Frome Netball Club, please behave appropriately at all times.

You will umpire games according to the rules of netball.
